Next Meeting

Meeting Minutes

Dave Potter suggested a clarification about the utility locates relating to potholes.  Jim Katzer made a motion to approve the May meeting minutes, as amended. Dave Potter seconded and the minutes were approved unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report

James Katzer presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The current balance of the checking account is $8,014.60.  The savings account balance is $3,420.80 for a total of $11,435.10. Carl Armijo made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report and Dave Potter seconded.  The report was approved unanimously. There was a discussion regarding moving an additional $5K from checking to savings. Tom Clayton suggested that moving both funds into a sweep account to obtain better interest earnings. Jim Katzer will investigate.
Asphalt Thickness Design Equations Issue

Dave Potter reported that he is running checks and that the program may not be providing composite alternates in all cases. Tom Pieters said that he has run checks and the results appear to be consistent with the new AASHTO program within ¼”.  Bob Locander said that one of the parameters in the new AASHTO that is different is “Reliability”, which is no longer taken as an overall value, but consists of several values such as transverse cracking, smoothness, etc. The Reliability parameter is very significant in the determination of the pavement requirements.
Dave Potter previously had proposed that MGPEC look into upgrading the equation with a higher strength coefficient and to look into the methodology for developing new alpha factors to replicate the original methodology in the asphalt design equation. A copy of the discussion in the current standards related to the strength coefficient was presented, which also recommends re-evaluation due to changes in materials, ie. Superpave binders and compaction technology. It was stated that Damon Thomas (CTL) does not have the original calculations related to strength coefficient / alpha factor correlation. Hence, revision in a consistent manner may be difficult.  

The new design asphalt design equations require a value of the dynamic modulus of asphalt versus the resilient modulus.  A relationship can be developed between the two values and Tom Pieters will contact Scott Schuler at CSU to explore this possibility.  CDOT has the ability to test for the dynamic modulus and Steve Henry will need to be contacted to help with this project.
2010 MGPEC Task Forces

Roadway Rehabilitation – Joe LaHeist reported that Steve Olson, the committee chair, has temporarily relocated to Washington DC. His co-chair Jamie Johnson suggested that Joe LaHeist assume his duties, Joe accepted.

Life-Cycle Cost Analysis – The group met in June and will meet in September. Tom Clayton will schedule. Tom is requesting comments on the CDOT specification modification.

Subgrade Preparation – There will be a September meeting. Mirafi will make a presentation to see if geo-fabrics can be included in the revision.
Steering Committee Officers 

Current Officers have agreed to continue in their positions. Carl Armijo moved to keep the current Officers, seconded by Tom Pieters, and the approval vote was unanimous.
Open Discussion

Pat Kennedy has agreed to make a presentation on MGPEC to the Rocky Mountain Asphalt Preservation in Boise again in September. He requested reimbursement of expenses up to an amount of $400.00.  Dave Potter made a motion to approve the request and Jim Katzer seconded.  The request was approved unanimously.
There was a discussion about having the specifications and software available at no charge and on the web site by January 1, 2011. The consensus was that the specifications should be made available on the website at no cost, but the software should be only available to members.  Dave Potter made a motion to approve the change and Tom Pieters seconded.
