Meeting Minutes

Jim Katzer made a motion to approve the April meeting minutes as submitted.  Jim Katzer, using Matt Condon’s proxy, seconded and the minutes were approved unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report

Jim Katzer presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The current balance of the checking account is $6,965.67.  The savings account balance is $3,397.60 for a total of $10,363.27.  Pat Kennedy, using Dave Potter’s proxy, moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report, Russ Higgins seconded and the report was approved unanimously.
Asphalt Thickness Design Equations Issue

Pat Kennedy reported that Dave Potter has been in contact with the programmer.  They are still working on moisture and minimum thickness tables as well as revisions to logic.  Progress, albeit slow, is being made.
