Meeting Minutes

Don Clem made a motion to approve the April meeting minutes as submitted.  Jim Katzer seconded and the minutes were approved unanimously.
Treasurer’s Report

Jim Katzer presented the Treasurer’s Report.  The current balance of the checking account is $7,281.69.  The savings account balance is $3,387.50 for a total of $10,669.19.  Russ Higgins moved to approve the Treasurer’s Report, Don Clem seconded and the report was approved unanimously.
Asphalt Thickness Design Equations Issue

Dave Potter has been in contact with the programmer.  The software is calculating the thicknesses properly but not obeying the minimum sections set in the design procedures.  Dave Potter and programmer continue with troubleshooting.  Regarding updating strength coefficient for asphalt, Matt Best will research procedures and previous values used to relate AASHTO equation to fatigue life in obtaining the MGPEC equation.  MGPEC would be willing to review a proposal to update the Alpha factors in regards to a higher asphalt strength.  Tom Clayton suggested working with CAGE (Colorado Association of Geotechnical Engineers).  Much discussion took place on what needs to be done to update the asphalt design equation and/or the pavement design procedures.
Pavement Design Procedures:  Tom Peterson contacted Dave Potter to discuss updating the Pavement Design Procedures, specifically life-cycle cost analysis to allow each agency to utilize their own custom maintenance assumptions.  

2009 Annual Meeting
Attendance numbers were typical for the Annual Meeting.  Survey items were discussed.  Task Force topics considered were:


●   subgrade/geotextiles

●   life-cycle costs

●   roadway rehabilitation (crackseal, chipseal, slurry seal).
Pamela Weimer will send out a request to the membership seeking interest in participating in the task forces.  Some of the items that were suggested for training (ME Design, preventative maintenance) are available as webinars for purchase on CAPA’s website.  Tom Clayton will start forwarding information on available training to Pamela to distribute to membership.
2009 Steering Committee Elections
Pat Kennedy (City & County of Denver), Vern Tabert (Arapahoe County),  and Tom Pieters (City of Aurora) were reelected.  Matt Condon (City of Thornton) was elected as a new member. MGPEC Volume 2 – Technical Manual
The question has been raised if we would make Volume 2 available.  There has not been a policy in the past i.e. only available to members, municipalities, costs, etc.  Discussion took place on policy.  Dave Potter made a motion for the policy to be that Volume 2 would be available to members at the price determined by printing prices and at an additional cost to non-members.  Jim Katzer seconded and the group approved.  The group also discussed making the specification manual available on the website.  Pamela Weimer will look into the secure log-in on the website and setting up a Pay-Pal type account to process payments and costs associated with that.
Open Discussion

Pat Kennedy said that he had been contacted by Steve Mueller of FHWA and Steve Olson of Utah DOT about the Rocky Mountain Pavement Preservation organization.  A representative from MGPEC has been asked to speak at their annual meeting in October in Salt Lake City.  The speaker would talk about what MGPEC does, the model of our organization, and accomplishments of MGPEC.  Pat will get more information on the organization and present it at the June meeting.
Tom Clayton reported that the SEM Materials polymer modification facility has been taken over by Suncor.  Polymer binders will be, and are readily available for the 2009 paving season from Suncor, Mountain States Materials and others.
Tom Clayton encouraged agencies to look into warm mix asphalt for projects.  The group discussed WMA and applications.  Tom encouraged the local agencies to work with the contractors who are working within their jurisdictions to place sections of WMA to start getting a good feel for the product and process of Warm Mix Asphalt.  Tom indicated he would be available for discussion if any member has a need or desire for more information on the WMA process.
